After his gig, he was 
moving the equipment himself into his station wagon; the roadies with my band were setting up our gear, 
while I kicked back in our motor home. What is wrong with this picture? No one said, the music gods 
would be fair. My life was music and I loved it, still do. 
Off the road, I started the California School of Music, ran a talent agency (A Band for All Occasions), and 
played in bands doing cover tunes. It was enjoyable, but it wasn't my dream. So what is my dream? It's 
simple. I just want to make a living writing, recording, and playing music.  
 
I'm also building an organization, the Music Artists Network, that will educate, train, and help younger 
musicians live their dream.
